CATECHETICAL COMMISSION

The Regional Catechetical Commission called for a meeting to request the
TNBC to announce this year 2011 — 2012, the year of Catechesis in Tamilnadu.
The meeting was convened at TNBCLC, Tindivanam on 19.05.2011. In this
meeting, participants realized the urgent need of renewing and revitalizing
the Catechism Ministry in Tamilnadu in the light of the latest guidelines of
the Church (Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) and National Catechetical
Directory (NCD)) and the changing socio-cultural context.

Therefore participants felt this year 2011 being...

1. The centenary of the arrival of Fr. Thomas Govan Duffy (MEP) to India
(1911 -2011), who introduced new lesson plan for catechism in Tamil, in his
“Yellow Files” (Lesson plan) and he who started the Catechetical renewal in
India, particularly in Tamilnadu.

2. The Golden Jubilee Year (50 years) of the Tamilnadu Catechetical Training
Centre, Tindivanam. During the meet from 24" to 26" January 1961, the TNBC
raised the Catechetical Training Centre, in Tindivanam as the “Tamilnadu
Catechetical Centre” and appointed Fr. Edmond Becker (MEP) as its first Director.

To mark these events, it is fitting to announce the year 2011 — 2012 as “Year
of Catechesis” in Tamilnadu. To attend this special meeting, zonal
representatives and some scholars were invited, from our Diocese. Fr. S.
George Stephen, the Secretary of Catechetical Commission participated.

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EVANGELIZATION CAMP - 2011

Kannagi Nagar

Our Diocesan Evangelization Camp for 2011 was held at Kannagi nagar, a
substation of Sholinganallor Parish.

The camp began with the introductory session on 30" April, 2011, at 9.30pm.
Fr. Arockia Raymond, the Secretary of Evangelization Commission,
introduced the place and the aim of our camp. Fr. Jesudoss OSM, the Parish
Priest introduced the mode of their ministry at present. We planned that 01%
May to 06" May to be our target days in the field. As per the schedule, we
had the Sunday Mass at 9.30 am and the Parish Priest announced the people
regarding the camp. Anpiam leaders helped us to find the Catholic families.
Among 15,000 families in the area, there are around 500 Catholic families.

Our exploration began with the data form (attested) in brothers’ hands. This
type of Family Visit was like an Easter blessing along with data entry which
enabled us to know more about the family situations.

Added to this we had a VBS programme for 30 children.

In view of knowing the place and the history of migration to various slums
of our Chennai city, a documentary film — (Yarukkaga Intha Singara Chennai?
by kudisai Makkal Vazhvurimai lyyakkam) along with a hand out (Dalit
Murasu, March 2011) was viewed by brothers. With this impact brothers
were able to know the root of the existing problems.

On the third day — Tuesday (03.05.2011) evening after the holy mass brothers
reflected all that they experienced on the field through their culturals.

Fr. Louis Rayar, the Chancellor, visited us on 04™ May which encouraged us
greatly. On 6™ May, Friday after the evening mass, people gathered to see
the programme performed by us along withVVBS children. After the
programme we had a final evaluation for this camp.
